1. Parts Assembly

DO NOT OVER TIGHTEN 
THE SCREWS

Firmly hold the 2 halves of the spring 
arm together and have another 
person cut off the cable tie from 
around the spring arm.

Slowly release the pressure on the 
spring arm and allow it to gradually 
stretch to its full extension.
